mIRC Color Basics





It's easy to create abit of life to your text when chatting on mIRC by adding some color! 





There are 2 looks you can create with colored text:


Colored text only


Colored or white text with a colored background





The colors are created with control codes, which are certain letters. K changes the color of the text. The color numbers range from 0-15.





Colored text only


Hold Ctrl enter K (you will see a little black box)


Enter a color number between 1 & 15 -  enter your message -  hit enter


example of the steps: Ctrl K10 Hi, I'm a signmaker.





If you want to change the background color of a word, you would need to type 2 numbers separated by a comma instead of just one number. The first is the text color, and the second is the background color. The color numbers range from 0-15.





Colored text with a colored background


Hold Ctrl enter K (you will see a little black box)


Enter a color number  comma  color number (such as 9,2 with no spaces)


example of the steps: Ctrl K9,2 Hi, I'm a signmaker.





 Here are the color numbers:





0	white


1	black


2	navy blue


3	green


4	red


5	burgundy or brown


6	purple


7	orange


8	yellow


9	lime green


10	teal 


11	aqua


12	royal blue


13	fuchsia


14	grey


15	silver





Other Control Codes


Ctrl B	for bold text


Ctrl U	for underlined text


Ctrl R	for reverse text


Ctrl K	for colored text





How to enhance a single word in a sentence using control codes


1. Type Ctrl B U R or K


2. Type in the word


3. Type Ctrl B U R or K again





Only the text that is enclosed by the start and end codes will be affected. 





Tip


In mIRC 5.31, as soon as you enter Ctrl K, a color viewing box is available so you can view your colors before choosing them; very helpful feature. The older versions of mIRC don't have this added feature.





Adding color to your Popups


You can add color to your popups using this method:


go to Tools / Popups / View / Nickname List


scroll down to the VERY BOTTOM of the list until you see the trout slap


add the color AFTER the word me anywhere you wish:


type:  Slap!:/me (Ctrl K10)slaps $$1 (Ctrl K6)around a bit with a large trout. 


File/save





* Really watch the spaces; a space must be left on either side of $$1 for this to work.
