mIRC Popup Basics





You can add some fun to your messages while chatting with some premade sentences or pictures that you can create ahead of time. In mIRC, these are called popups.





Playing the mIRC default Popup


Select a nickname to the right


RIGHT click your mouse button 


select SLAP


you will see, (your nick) slaps (chosen nick) around a bit with a large trout.





This is a standard popup that comes within mIRC. You can make your own personalized popups by doing the following:





Go to Tools / Popups / View / Nickname List, and scroll down to the VERY BOTTOM until you see the trout slap which reads, Slap!:/me slaps $$1 around a bit with a large trout.





After the TROUT SLAP, hit return to start a new line, and begin typing your own message, using the formula of the trout slap. Try this suggestion:





      Hi:/me says Hi there $$1, welcome to #Letterheads!





Hi:/	Hi indicates the name of your popup. The :/ must follow right behind.


Hi:/me	me will be replaced with your nickname when the popup is played


$$1	is a mirc code that will be replaced with the nickname you have chosen





Once typed, select a nickname, right click, and select HI. You can now add any personalized messages using these formulas. Popular ones are introductions on who you are and where you're from or other information you find yourself repeating alot.





Color your Popups

Adding some colored premade Popups


You will be wowed by some popups that are played on mIRC. It is encouraged to use discretion with these: if they are played with many chatting at the same time, it causes the mIRC chat screen to roll very fast, making it difficult to chat. Here is a Tootsie Roll popup you can add to your collection.





Tootsie:/me �hands $$1 a �15,15- �4,4- �0,5 Tootsie Roll �4,4- �15,15--


 


Copy and paste the Tootsie popup in Tools / Popups / View / Nickname List, and scrolling down to where all your other popups are located, hit return and start a new line. (cutting and pasting instead of retyping the Tootsie popup is the best method for now, unless you have read the file on mIRC Color Basics; there are special codes and methods to enter for colors)





To copy the message, highlight the text with your curser, and when highlighted, HOLD CTRL & HIT V





To paste the message, place your curser on a new line, HOLD CTRL & HIT C.





Or use the cut and paste commands available to you above.





To Play the Tootsie Roll popup and any other popups you create:


Select a nickname to the right


RIGHT click your mouse button 


select Tootsie





Creating Subdirectories for Popups


To alleviate your popup list from getting too lengthly, you can have your popups go in subdirectories. For example, if you have alot of food popups, you can file them under the title FOOD.





Go to Tools / Popups / View / Nickname List, and scroll down to the VERY BOTTOM until you see Tootsie.


Create a free line right above Tootsie. Type Food


In front of Tootsie, put a period, so it reads .Tootise etc.





It should read like this:





FOOD


.Tootsie:/me �hands $$1 a �15,15- �4,4- �0,5 Tootsie Roll �4,4- �15,15--





Now when you right click the nickname list to find your Tootsie popup, just Food will show up in your list. Select Food and a flyout menu will appear with Tootsie located inside.





Create and have some fun with these, and remember to read up on mIRC Color Basics.
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
